How to Design a Poster for School

Many students need to design a poster for school for different activities. A teacher can assign a poster to go with a science project. Another student might need a poster for school to get elected for class officer. Perhaps, there is a fundraiser for a specific school club that needs a poster? There are some basic concepts to help you design a poster for school that is attractive and sure to stand out from the rest and attract attention.
Instructions
1 

Plan your poster by drawing an illustration on regular paper that represent the different sections of the actual poster. For example, draw a rectangle for the title. Add squares or circles for different sections of the poster. Write in each square or circle the information that will be displayed in them.

2 

Review the poster plan on the paper from Step 1 to ensure that the main topics are covered in the different shapes. Determine which squares or circles are not relevant to the purpose of the poster. You can delete these to make room for the main points of your poster.

3 

Read the text you have on your poster plan from Step 1. Correct grammar, spelling, and punctuation.

4 

Select an appropriate title for your poster. The title should focus on the purpose of the poster. For example, Vote for Cindy for Class President or Buy Chocolate for New Helmets. The title should be written in large font and visible from at least four feet away.

5 

Type the title in an appropriate font and size in a word processing program. Print out the title and cut out the square or circle with straight edges. Place it on the poster board or foam. Use a ruler to ensure the title is centered and evenly spaced. Affix the title to the poster with a glue stick.

6 

Repeat Step 5 with each of the subheadings and information boxes to be used on the poster.

7 

Select pictures, photos, and graphs appropriate to fit the theme of the poster. Add these to the poster with glue, following the plan that you created in Step 1. Instead of using all words, use photos and pictures to get the message of the poster across.

8 

Lay the poster flat to store it. This will prevent it from bending until it is time to display the poster.
