  Coneli Camayang was only 23 years old and working at the Toronto office of US banking giant．Wells Fargo, when she decided to take her career in a totally different direction．

    “Initially, I took the path most taken．”remembers Coneli．“I’d gone to school for business and went into my nine-to-five job, but I always knew I wanted to do something in fashion．”However, with lots of people trying to elbow their way in from the edges, the competition in the fashion world was quite fierce．Coneli, it seemed, needed a way to stand out．For her, that meant completing the Fashion Styling Certificate through Continuing Education at George Brown College．

    When she started taking courses in September 2011, Coneli was already busy in a lot of responsibilities．The course required in the certificate allowed Coneli to dig further into the basic details of styling while also providing her with practical knowledge that she could apply immediately．

    “You gain real knowledge and know better about fashion compared to what you see in the media．”Coneli explains．“I really liked learning about the different periods and history of fashion．I feel like it really helped me in my work as a stylist, because when they said it was a medieval-themed photo shoot．I knew what that was, because we were doing it in school．”Coneli suggests that fashion stylists looking to use the certificate as a competitive advantage should really get to know the people they meet with along the way．

    Since completing the certificate in March 2013，Coneli has started to make a name for herself in the industry and has worked with such clients as Joe Fresh and HBC．“I did an event at Holt Renfrew, and they thought of me because I’d graduated from the Fashion Styling program．”Coneli says．“Without school, I wouldn’t have been there．”

   Life is so much simpler these days．Everything revolves around a single button! With the introduction of washing machines．washing clothes became easier．The machines would dry clothes at least 70 to 80 percent and already half-dried clothes would be done in no time．Do you want to know how washing machines evolved?

   The first washing machine was called the scrub(擦洗)board and was invented in the year l797．In l851．American man, James King, discovered and patented the first washing machine to use a drum．However, it was still hand-powered and did not work by itself．

   Then，in l858, William Blackstone of Indiana built a washing machine for his wife．This washing machine removed and washed away dirt from the clothes．This was the first official washing machine that could be used at home．

    In l908, the Hurley Machine Company of Chicago invented the Thor machine．This was the first washin[image: image5.png]22 2R (ZXXK.COM)




g machine that was electrically powered, and it had a galvanized(电镀的)metal tub and an electric motor．The earlier washing machine had a heavy, cast-iron mechanism mounted on the tub lid, making the machine heavy and difficult to move．

    The introduction of a metal tub and reduction gears(减速齿轮)in later years replaced this heavy equipment and by l920 the production of wooden tub washing machines completely stopped．But the new machines made a lot of noise because of their bulky metal tubs．A modification that was made was coveting the tubs with white enameled(磁漆的)sheet metal to make the cleaning process easier.

    By the early l950s, American companies started producing washing machines with a spin dry feature, and this replaced the old wringer, which, while[image: image6.png]22 2R (ZXXK.COM)




 drying the clothes, would remove the buttons or cause accidents involving the hair and hands．In l957, the first washing machine with five plus buttons was introduced．These controlled the wash temperature, rinse temperature and spin speed．

    Slowly, more features were added, and today we have a variety of washing machines with different features and styles to help us out and make life simpler and easier．

    Children in the United States eat too much pizza that some researchers now argue the food should join the ranks of sugary drinks and fast food for the harm they do to health．

    In a new study, the researchers found that pizza is a large source of calories, saturated fat(饱和脂肪)and salt in children’s diets．Children should not eat more than two slices of pizza for a meal．and should pair that with salad, rather than with another high-calorie food，the researchers concluded．

    “Parents should aim to control pizza consumption(消费), particularly as a snack where it was shown to have a very adverse impact on children, and they should put their pizza dollars toward healthier brands．” said Lisa Powel, director of the Illinois Prevention Research Center．

    Pizza has become a matter of focus in recent years for researchers who look at the meals children eat, rather than the nutrients within them．Studies have found pizza is a[image: image8.png]22 2R (ZXXK.COM)

    “Since pizza remains a common part of children’s diet, we need to make ‘healthy’ pizza．”Powel said．To make pizza healthier, food producers should reduce its saturated fat and salt, and increase its whole grain content，she [image: image9.png]22 2R (ZXXK.COM)

    Whether or not pizza is harmful enough to be picked out as an unhealthy food, the study attracts attention to a larger issue with the modern American lifestyle, said Alexis Tindall, who was not involved in the flow research．Many foods arc eaten too frequently and in large sizes．said Tindall．To solve the problem, people don’t have to give up eating pizza, but instead, they can eat smaller and healthier pizza，she said．

    “Make it at home, instead of ordering it out where you don’t have any control over how it’s made．”Tindall said. “When we make it at home, we can choose healthier ingredients，increase the vegetables．reduce fat, and put in less cheese．Pizza doesn’t have to be just pepperoni(意大利辣香肠)and cheese．”
